Instructions for Applying  
for the  

Dr. C. Fred McNary  
Scholarship  

 

 The Dr. Fred McNary scholarship is 

awarded annually to a graduating high school stu-

dent or someone that is currently enrolled in an 

institution of higher learning. The requirement is 

that the applicant must be the descendant of a 

Confederate officer. To apply, the applicant must 

send in an unopened certified transcript of his or 

her high school grades along with a detailed de-

scription of his or her ancestorõs Confederate 

service demonstrating that the applicant has 

learned the history surrounding the ancestorõs 

service. Grades are important but the knowledge  

of the ancestorõs service is paramount. The ap-

plicant must also show that he or she has been 

accepted into an institute of higher learning 

and a statement that the applicant intends to 

attend said institution. Applications must be 

received by 15 July of each year in order to be 

considered.

Then, of course, there is the Timuquan 

Preserve http://www.nps.gov/foca/index.htm , 

thought to be the oldest settlement on the 

North American continent as well as the first 

western European settlement at Ft. Caroline 

http://www.nps.gov/timu/historyculture/

foca.htm  , also a National Park.
